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Introduction

DiLand Kiosk Software allows the selection and editing of digital images to print. For models DNP DS80, DS80DX, DS40,
DS-RX1, DS620, DS820 and QW410.

It can be installed on Windows O.S. 10 and newer.
To minimize the software: press F12 key on keyboard
To exit DiLand, touch in rapid sequence the lower left and right corners of the screen or press Esc key on keyboard.

before starting

To start software operation, it is necessary to:

1L Set up output profiles with the relative channels (where to print)
2. Set up the offered products (what to print)

Main panel

To access the main panel in DiLand Kiosk DNP, touch in rapid sequence the lower left and right corners of the screen or press
Esc key on keyboard.

Main panel menu

Settings: access software configuration.

Laboratory orders: manage orders to photophinishing laboratories.

Orders: manage digital print orders.

Statistics: review and export orders statistics.

Diagnostic: view system and license information.

Reboot the computer: directly close DiLand Kiosk and reboot the computer.

Shut down the computer: directly close DiLand Kiosk and shut down the computer.

Quit application: close DiLand Kiosk software allowing normal Windows use.

In service: exit control panel and display the initial animation.
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Settings - Products

Access the main panel by touching in rapid sequence the lower left and right corners of the screen or pressing Esc key on
keyboard, then enter Settings.

output profiles fwrere to pring)

Main panel > Settings > output profiles

Output profiles menu
Edit: modify the configuration of the profile.

Export: save the selected profile and all relative products to a local folder (import via Settings > Import data ).

DNP

Direct print with DNP printers, without driver installation. For models DS80, DS80DX, DS40, DS-RX1, DS620,
DS620EX, DS820 and QW410. Requires printer USB connection to DiLand Kiosk. DiLand Kiosk reads the loaded
ribbon and offers only the printable products. Multiple DNP printers use a single output profile.

to set up

Settings > output profiles > DNP

options

Name: freely editable profile name. Required field.

Initial envelope number: first number of orders sequence.
Resolution: print resolution. (300x300 dpi is recommended).
JPEG quality: conversion index for non-JPEG files.

EAN code: output profile identification code to be used in orders EAN barcode creation, as specified in Settings > receipt.
Only use output profile specific EAN codes if orders are encoded as variable weight products.

Message on order processed (on screen): message displayed on screen upon order completion.

Message on order processed (on receipt): message displayed on physical receipt.

Print order separator: print an order review sheet after each order.

Minimum prints (order separator): minimum order size for order separator printing.

Verify remaining prints before accepting orders: prevent the printing of orders requiring more than the available ribbon.

Safety stock: when using multiple DNP printers, the one with highest residual prints is selected for order processing.
When residual prints get lower than safety stock value, the printer with lower residual prints is selected instead.

Can split orders on many printers: allow orders splitting on multiple, identical printers.
Custom color profile: import .icc or .icm color profiles.
High Density print on supported printers: enable DNP High Density print.
Supports decurl operation: for QW410 printer, to make straightened prints.
Print panorama prints only on these printers: if necessary, select the printers for panorma prints.
Supports sleep mode: Yes to enable sleep mode where supported by the printers
Auto process the orders after import: special function, with DiLand output.
Process directly on the kiosks: special function, with DiLand output
Channels: printer channels are automatically generated by DiLand Kiosk. For older installations, update channels by:
select DNP output profile > edit > channels > generate > close > OK
Channels should not be modified, except for:
Printer to use: printers assigned to the selected channel.
Default horizontal - vertical frame: import .png images to use as frames, directly applied to photos.
Partial matte: import an image to apply as DNP partial matte effect.

Color corrections: adjust color settings for every product.
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Color profile: import a .icc or .icm color profile.
Auto color - contrast - levels: enable automatic image corrections. Not recommended.
Correction fields: manually adjust color settings to correct printer aberrations.

Color corrections per printer: adjust color settings for each printer and print surface, for every product.

Password: password required for product selection.

Prices

Set up the pricing for the product.

Prices options

For end user photos - For event phots: differentiate pricing for customer owned and photographer uploaded photos.
Active: allow product selection and product data visualization and export from Prices.

Visible: allow product selection.

Per product quantity - Per number of images - Per number of pages: in calendar and photobook products, select the
product pricing unit.

New: create new pricing bracket.
Edit: edit selected pricing bracket.
Delete: remove selected pricing bracket.
Price options
From quantity: lower product quantity threshold of the bracket.
Price: price per unitary quantity.
Calculation mode: price calculation for multiple brackets spanning orders.

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Frame: import a .png file to be used as frame.
Frame file specifications
The frame file must be a .png image with transparency in the photo area.
The customer photo will be automatically positioned so as to fill all transparent pixels of the frame.
The area in transparency may contain shades and gradients.
Frames out of ratio with the print size will not be available for selection.
Take note that customer photos will be fitted parallel to print borders.
Frame for preview: add an image file to be used as print result preview.
Sample image: add an image to be used as composition example.

The transparent .psd file must contain the following layers, in order:
Text Layers

Text layers are empty Layers that suggests to insert text while creating the composition; multiple text layers
may be added to the .psd file.

- - Layer name: UsertextNN
where NN is a unique two-digit identifier.
The name may contain the following keywords to specify color, initial text and font:
_color<color>, _text<text>, _font<font>, e.g. Usertext10_colorBlue_textHappy Birthday
Overlay Layer
There can be a single overlay Layer, which is drawn over and covering the photos to create frames and effects.

The overlay supports, and requires, transparency; control the opacity of selected areas to show or cover the
underlying photos and background.

- - Layer name: Overlay
Name the layer Overlay to allow users to replace the background while creating the composition.
- - Layer name: Mask

Name the layer Mask to have DiLand present the background selection to the user a single time, right
before composition creation.

User Photo Layers ( required )
The .psd file must contain a layer for each photo; it is the area that defines the photo’s shape and position.
This area must be drawn filled with black 60% (grey) on a transparent background.

- - Layer name: UserphotoNN

where NN is a unique two-digit number identifying the Layer (e.g. Userphoto10 and Userphoto11).

Use the name without keywords to add a rectangular mask.

The layer name may also contain one of the following exclusive keywords:

- - Layer name: UserphotoNN_XXXdeg

use the _Xdeg keyword to rotate the photo in the composition;

the photo gets rotated XXX degrees clockwise, where XXX is an integer between 000 and 359;

- - Layer name: UserphotoNN Mask

use the Mask keyword if the area containing the photo is not a rectangle (e.g. circle, heart...)
Background Layer

- - Layer name: Background to provide a background for the composition.

Print

Print products are standard single sheet prints. They are customizable with frames or colored borders, directly applied or after
customer selection.

Channel: select the print channels for the product.

Min - max number of photos: order size limits.

Default vertical frame: add a default frame for vertical images.

Add to Add Format: enable to allow product selection after selecting another print format, while ordering.

Multi photo

Multi photo products are optimized for multiple images printing in bigger paper sizes, for later cutting.

Orientation: sheet horizontal or vertical orientation.

Rows - columns: number of sheet divisions for photograms.

Options
Show preview: display preview of the multi photo before order completion. May slow down operation.

Apply crop by default: enable automatic cropping of images to match print size. If disabled, out of ratio images are fitted
with added white borders.

Spacing: distance between photograms.

Background color: color of space between photograms.
Margin: add print margins.

Paper type: print paper finish.

Visible: allow product selection.

Contact sheet

Contact sheet products are customizable with an overlay image, such as a logo or watermark.

To set up
Name: freely editable product name.
Channel: select the print channels for the product.
Orientation: sheet horizontal or vertical orientation.

Rows - columns: number of sheet divisions for photograms

Options

Keep image orientation: enable to maintain original images orientation in contact sheet creation.
Show preview: display preview of the print before order completion. May slow down operation.
Watermark: add an image or logo that will be applied as overlay.

Apply crop by default: enable automatic cropping of images to match print size. If disabled, out of ratio images are fitted
with added white borders.

Spacing: distance between photograms.
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Header: text line printed at the top of the sheet.

Footer: text line printed at the bottom of the sheet.

Caption: text line printed under every photogram.

Header - footer - caption font: font style for header, footer and captions.
Margin: add print margins.

Paper type: print paper finish.

Visible: allow product selection.

Photo grid

Photo grid products are optimized for the creation of compositions with multiple, fixed size adjacent images.

To set up

Name: freely editable product name.

Channel: select the print channels for the product.
Orientation: sheet horizontal or vertical orientation.

Rows - columns: number of sheet divisions for photograms.

Options

Repetitions: number of repetitions for each image of the composition.
Margin: add print margins.

Paper type: print paper finish.

Visible: allow product selection.

Print with white frame

Print with white frame products are optimized for printing photo sizes smaller than the paper format.

To set up

Name: freely editable product name.

Channel: select the print channels for the product.
Width: printed image width.

Height: printed image height.

Orientation: sheet horizontal or vertical orientation.

Options

Horizontal alignment - vertical alignment moves the print area on the sheet
Margin: add print margins.

Paper type: print paper finish.

Visible: allow product selection.

International passport photo

International passport photo products are used for ID photos printing, coming with biometric specifications for many countries.

To set up
Name: freely editable product name.

Channel: select the print channels for the product.

Options
Orientation: sheet horizontal or vertical orientation.

Rows - columns: number of sheet divisions for photograms.

Apply crop by default: enable automatic cropping of images to match print size. If disabled, out of ratio images are fitted

Passport photo products contain multiple photograms. They can be set up for specific ID photos printing, adding custom
biometric specifications.

dimensions

Apply crop by default: enable automatic cropping of images to match print size. If disabled, out of ratio images are fitted
with added white borders.

Gift products allow the creation of gadgets, with 2D photo preview upon completion.

Channel: select the print channels for the product

Options
Design mode: creative mode allows gift compositions with multiple images and background. Requires Creative license.
Preview image: add a .png image to be used as product preview.

Image mask in the preview: add a .png image in the same resolution as the preview image, representing photo
positioning in the preview. It must be completely transparent but black in the area where the photo will be placed.

Overlay image: add a .png image in the same resolution as the preview image containing overlay features to
superimpose to photos in the preview.

Print image: add a .png image in the same size as the print channel, that will be printed on the photo to for example help
cutting or bending.

In the preview apply the mask on the image: use customers photos to create the preview, using the .png image from
image mask in the preview.

Orientation: sheet horizontal, vertical or free orientation.

Sizes: set up gift sizes selection. Preview images are .png images that will be shown as additional overlay on the
preview.

Double sided photo card products are like single sided photo card products, but always result in even numbered pages to
allow double sided printing.

Folded card

Folded card products are used to create double sided folded cards. Set it like Single Sided photo Card. They always result in
even numbered pages to allow double sided printing. The inner side of the folded card will have half the space dedicated to
text insertion.

Calendar

requires Creative license

Calendar products allow the creation of permanent calendars, with multiple layouts.

Calendar products allow the creation of permanent calendars, with PSD layouts.

The .psd file must contain the following layers, in order:

- UsermonthNN: You must have 12 Usermonth layer in your design. The Usermonth layer allows customers to
supply months. Fill the Userphoto field with 60% solid grey. The layers must use the name Usermonth followed

by two digits from 10 to 21, where 10 is the first month of the composition (usually it is January). If added
_styleBlack the text color is black; if added _styleWite the text color is wite.

- Overlay: required single layer. It is the artwork layer. The photo opening in your Overlay layer must be
transparent. If the imported design contains multiple layers, it must merge those layers into the single Ovrelay
layer. It must bleed into the trim line area. The name must be Overlay

- UserphotoNN: required one or multiple layers, filled with 60% gray only, that define the spaces to be occupied
by customers photos. The layers must use the name Userphoto followed by two digits number like Userphotol0,
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Userphotol1, Userphoto 12 etc.
- Background: required white background layer.

Photopackages (PSD file)

requires Creative license

Repeat one in the same print within a predefined layout. For example, it is used to obtain a package of multiple formats on
the same sheet.

Graphics: Set up a .psd image to be used as composition layout for the theme.
The .psd file must contain the following layers, in order:

The photo opening in your Overlay layer must be
transparent. If the imported design contains multiple layers, it must merge those layers into the single Ovrelay
layer. It must bleed into the trim line area. The name must be Overlay

UserphotoNN: required one or multiple layers, filled with 60% gray only, that define the spaces to be occupied
by customers photos. The layers must use the name Userphoto followed by two digits number like Userphotol0,
Userphotol1, Userphoto 12 etc.

- Background: required white background layer.

Photobook

requires Creative license

Photobook products allow the creation of multiple page books with photo compositions. They include the cover page and
account for book binding.

Channel: select the print channels for the product

Single page width - height: photobook pages sizes

Options
Paper type: print paper finish.
Visible: allow product selection
Style: select Creative to allow photocompositions. Simple instead creates books with a single photo per page.
Min - max number of pages: minimum and maximum number of photobook sheets, cover excluded.
Min - max photos per page: minimum and maximum number of photos that can be added in a page.
How to choose the number of pages: pages number selection.
- ask customer: allow customers to choose pages number before photobook composition.
- fixed: enable the software to automatically propose a composition.
Single page width - height: photobook pages sizes.

Advanced parameters menu

External working directory: folder to use as the temporary DiLand Kiosk cache, if the system disc has low capacity.
Enable hardware acceleration: disable if the user interface presents animation quality problems.

EasyOffice path: not supported.

Customized code for software update: not supported.

Centralized configuration code: not supported.

Replace Windows Shell: Yes, disable Windows bar opening over DiLand Kiosk.

Program tags: codes to enable special DiLand Kiosk functions. Multiple codes can be added with a comma as
separator, without spaces.

HF: enables hot folder.
PSD: enables .psd graphics (for not updated version year 2021)
REC-FILES: enables printing of file names on receipts.

STATSPHOTOS: enables exporting with the statistics of customers e-mail addresses and phone numbers, and of
ordered image files data.

PDF: enables image printing in PDF files, configurable in Settings > categories. Requires SumatraPDF
installation.

DWPLUS: allows the sale of generic non photografic products in DiLand Web service
Nobackimages avoid the theme “Use my photo” from creative procucts (backgroud with customer’s photo)
Proxy user name - password: to use if DiLand Kiosk must be connected to the Internet via proxy.

External program: add a selection box that starts an external program.

Update local kiosks

If there are other Diland Kiosk DNP software connected to this server through the DiLand output profile, the button must be
pressed to update the configuration of the kiosk clients, that is, whenever changes are made to the Diland Kiosk DNP server
software.

Stats

Access the main panel by touching in rapid sequence the lower left and right corners of the screen or pressing Esc key on
keyboard, then enter Stats.

In Stats you can view and analyze DiLand Kiosk operation data. Orders are organized in a table on screen, grouped by the

chosen parameters. The order table can be exported as excel or xml files.

Stats menu

Reset: irreversibly delete all available statistic data.

Export to excel: save the current table as an excel file.

Export as xml: save the current table as an excel file.

View the end-user license agreement that specifies legal rights and restrictions that apply to DiLand Kiosk use.

Main panel > Diagnostics > about..
Display DiLand Kiosk version, active optional modules and updates expiration date.

receipt printer test

Main panel > Diagnostics > receipt printer test
Test order receipt printing and report eventual errors.

test barcode

Main panel > Diagnostics > test barcode
Test barcode scanning.
